Update: The Government’s roadmap for the 
easing of Covid-19 restrictions was announced 
by An Taoiseach, Micheál Martin, on Thursday 
evening last. From Monday, May 10th, public 
worship can resume in our churches. At the 
time the newsletter was going to print, we 
were still awaiting clarification on numbers able 
to attend daily and Sunday Masses as well as 
Funerals, Weddings and Baptisms. Hopefully, it 
will be possible to publish those details next 
weekend. In the meantime, we look forward to 
being able to gather together as a Christian 
community to celebrate the Eucharist from 
May 10th. Preparations to ensure the safe 
return of all to the three churches in our parish 
will begin this week. This will be possible due to 
the help of those who have volunteered to act 
as stewards and to those who will clean and 
sanitise our churches after each Mass. We 
remain deeply grateful to them. Cleaning of our 
churches remains key to keeping them open. If 
you can help with cleaning in your church, 
please contact Fr Dermot or Anne-Marie in the 
Parish Office.

Synod: In March 2021, the Irish Bishops’ 
Conference announced their intention to hold a 
National Synod within the next five years. The 
synodal pathway that we will embark on invites 
us to journey together to discern what the Holy 
Spirit is saying to the people of God in Ireland 
at this time. The word ‘synod’ comes from the 
Greek meaning ‘way together’. Together we 
will seek to find the way forward on our 
missionary journey. The synodal pathway will 
be in three parts. The initial phase is a time of 
listening, consultation, discernment and prayer. 
The second phase will be planning. The third 

phase will be the meeting of the Synod itself. In 
order to begin phase one, the Bishops’ 
Conference is looking for feedback and 
submissions from parishes and people of faith 
on what methods to adopt to facilitate the 
beginnings of the initial conversation. 
Submissions can be entered in the comment 
box provided on catholicbishops.ie, the website 
of the Irish Bishops’ Conference. Submissions 
must be made before Pentecost Sunday, May 
23rd. We pray that this time may be a time of 
renewal and fresh hope for the Church in 
Ireland.
